Well we have finished clinics in  our second village and move on today. In 3 days we saw over 550 clients and at the end of the day the Mayor asked when we can come back and wanted it to be soon. Mind you the village “nurse” was certainly hoping it was the last time we ever make it there. Jean started to ask her some questions about her nursing ability in the afternoon and all she wanted to know was when she would get a hat. Jean said “stop worrying about the hat and start worrying about the people in this village” so she sat and pouted until we left. 
We had some interesting cases- from mumps to skin rashes and everything in between. Julie Reid and Anabelle went with Bruce and Jean to a home in the village where there was a woman in her 50s who has end stage cervical or uterine cancer. She has been bleeding for nearly a year and is palliative at this point. She was too weak to make it to the clinic and her bed was a flat board. We packaged up some supplies for her – meds, lotion, pads and a sheet. Her husband came back in the pm and Jean went back and bathed her. We did the best we could. 
Today is a very big day. We travel an hour down the amazon to a large village of 3000 and we only have a clinic for one day so we repacked stuff in the bags and are only taking what we  absolutely need as the hockey bags go on the roof of the boat. We will have major triage as way too many people for a one day clinic.
